Revenue Account 006 1410 Lunchroom Interest.  Method for this monthly allocation is as follows: total of all 
funds cash balance on end of month finance report, less all investments on end of month investment report, 
taking the percent that the lunchroom cash is of the ending cash figure.  This percent is to be used for 
calculating the Lunchroom monthly interest, with the balance to General Fund.

ALIGN WITH ALLEN COUNTY EDUCATIONAL SERVICE CENTER

         
 WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code §3313.843 was amended by House Bill 153 of the 129th General  Assembly 
in June 2011 to provide that the board of education of each city, exempted village or local school district with 
an average daily student enrollment of 16,000 or less, must enter into an agreement with the governing 
board of 
an educational service center, under which the educational service center shall provide services to 
the district {1} ; and 

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code §3313.843 was amended by House Bill 153 of the 129th  General Assembly 
in June 2011 to provide that the board of education of a city, exempted village, or local school district with an 
average daily student enrollment of more than 16,000 may enter into an agreement with the governing board 
of an educational service center under which the educational service center shall provide services to the 
district{2} ; and

            
WHEREAS, any agreement entered into under §3313.843 shall be filed with the Department of Education by 
the first day of July of the school year for which the agreement is in effect{3}; and


WHEREAS, the Bluffton Exempted Village School District Board of Education (hereinafter, the “Board of 
Education”) has an average daily student enrollment less than 16,000; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Education desires to enter into an agreement with the Allen County Educational 
Service Center (“ESC”) to be in compliance with Ohio Revised Code §3313.843 and to provide services 
delineated in the Agreement.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of the Bluffton Exempted Village School 
District that:


The effective date of this agreement is July 1, 2012.  This agreement shall be effective until terminated by 
either the Bluffton Exempted Village Board of Education or the Allen County Educational Service Center by 
giving the other party written notice in advance of the termination date according to state law.
